which leads to underemployment or slower career 
progression.

	 •	� Students walk away from higher education 
because their learning style doesn’t align with 
college, resulting in reduced earning potential and 
lower quality of life.

	 •	� The long-term consequences include communities 
that experience stunted economic growth because  
schools lack a framework  
that equips students with  
the skills they need to  
succeed at work.

Education in Action (EiA) transforms historical models of 
apprenticeships and classrooms into living experiences 
where students receive training from a teacher who navi-
gates them through real-life business scenarios.
